IV. Principal’s Report – 
a. Julie brought up mentor families for this year.  We decided that we would assign a mentor to each new family.  Beth Struck, Beth Nateghi, Gretchen Wolfer and Tina Janssen volunteered to be mentors.  Terri was going to ask Monica Damrow if she would be interested in mentoring for the new 7th grade families.  Becki will get email the mentors once she gets the list from the office.
b. Junior High Info. Night has been tentatively scheduled for Thursday, Feb. 9, 2012.  Julie would like to have food on that night to make it easier for families to come.  This would be targeting 3,4,&5th graders.  There would be a panel of students, parents, and former students on hand to answer questions and share their experiences.  There was some discussion about having us pay for food, asking Junior High families to bring a dish to pass or having us bring a dish to pass.  It will be put on the agenda in December for more discussion and any action that needs to be done.  By then the staff will have finalized all of their plans for the evening.
c. The pamphlets that we currently use all need to be updated.  It would be nice to have a folder of some kind for new families that register in the parish.  There is money in the development fund to pay for the printing we just need someone to take the time to redo them.

d. Atlas Pen & Pencil Corp. mailed Julie an advertising pen that had a picture of some of our students on it and our information.  The pens cost $.37 each if we want to order.  Julie was just giving us something to think about going forward.

e. This year every committee will be highlighted in the family note.  We will need someone to write an article of some sort outlining what we do and the things we have already accomplished when it is our turn to be highlighted.

After our meetings the minutes will be typed up and emailed out to those that attended the meeting and those that have expressed an interest in the committee that couldn’t make it. VI. Old Business

a. Baptism bibs- Rowena was thinking that we could do Christmas ornaments instead of bibs.  She would be willing to make the ornaments to get the project up and running.  She can put the childs info on the ornament and also “future graduate of the class of 20..”  This would get more use by the families and would be a yearly reminder of our school.  This would also be a gift from the school vs. a gift from the church.  Row will try and coordinate with Fr. Jim so she knows when each baptism is.
b. Teacher wish list items- We still have about $600 of teacher wish list items to spend as not all of the items that we allocated money for had to be bought for various reasons.  We discussed spending the money immediately or holding it until new wish lists came in.  We are asking teachers to turn in lists this year as the needs arise.  We would like to publish teacher wish lists in the family envelopes, facebook and in the bulliten.  It was decided that we would just hold the money and wait for new lists to come in.  We will also be using a detailed form this year so that the teachers can research exactly what they want and give us prices so we just have to allocate the money.  

VII. New Business

a. Welcome packets for new families- New families were discussed during the Principals report.  A gift for the new families was not decided upon. 
b. New teacher gift- The committee will give our new Kindergarten teacher a polo with our school logo on it.  Becki will wrap and deliver it by the end of the week.
